INSTALLATION AND OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS
KEEP ALL PLASTIC AND WIRE PARTS AWAY FROM CHILDREN

Parts:
1.) Insert FEET into BASE as shown in illustration 1a. ;égg‘;bie Head
Connect parts “A” to “A” and “B” to “B”. (lllustration 1b) 3. Long Feet
Note: Press to make sure feet are FLUSH with rectangular base 4.Short Feet
and snap lock into place. To remove FOOT, insert plastic key g' E‘;'es

(included) into holes on bottom to release locks and pull. 5 E—

2.) Connect Poles together and insert into receptacle on Base.
(See illustration 2)
Note: Adjust and align the snap lock with the indentation
inside the pole.
3.) Install fresh, new alkaline batteries (4 “AA”) into battery
compartment located on top of BASE or connect DC adapter.
4) Place the Zombie Head with Fabric on top of the pole. (LLUSTRATION #1

Note: Adjust and align the snap lock with the indentation

inside the pole. e %

5.) Drape Fabric down over Pole and Base. (LUSTRATION 72
(See illustration 4)
Note: Completely cover the rectangular base to enhance
the appearance of the Zombie.

6.) Slide switch on BASE to the ON position to use in
Sound Activation mode.
Note: Clap or make a loud sound to activate.

7.) Attach Velcro on back of fabric to Velcro on FOOT. Attach
Velcro on front of fabric to Velcro on front of FOOT.

Hint: Whenever possible, add weight to Feet or tape down Feet to increase
stability as in illustration 5.

Optional Footpad Setup

Follow Steps 1 through 5 on initial installation first.

1. Connect wire from the optional footpad to the jack labeled FOOTPAD located on the base.
2. Place the switch on the base into the ‘FOOTPAD’ position to enable FOOTPAD activation.
3. Step on FOOTPAD to activate the scary sequence. (go to instruction #7 to continue setup)

NOTE:

When plugging in, make sure pins line up properly with holes on plug.

Align plug, groove side down, with the notch.

CAUTION!

Not aligning the plug to jack properly may cause permanent damage to Foot Pad jack of
your item. Do not use excessive force when inserting plug.
